In spite of the disparaging description of William Heath in [Stent] as a gambler and
spendthrift, he won the hand of a lady from Kent named Elizabeth Hodsoll. She gave him,
first, a home named Sundridge Court, on the road between Westerham and Sevenoaks (see
item 1-8, page 12). Then she provided him with eight children, to occupy the estate.
